Due to the exam schedule change, you will be able to pick up your credentials starting June 16, 2011, in the
guidance office. You will receive a blank Career Passport at Senior Awards on June 2.

The following schools have their graduation practice scheduled on a Maplewood exam day:

These students may report to Maplewood at the conclusion of their practice to take their exams and, if
needed, on June 6 to finish exams. If you return on June 3, you must sign in upon arrival. Seniors, who
attend Maplewood on June 6, will follow their schedule and take their exams during the regular class
period(s). Students will not be permitted to take their exams outside of their regularly scheduled time or
before the school day starts.

Maplewood senior grades will not be finalized until June 7. If your graduation takes place before June 7,
you may receive a blank diploma from your home school.
